What does this mean?

This means if we re-sample the group 20 times we can be sure of getting a result for each group somewhere between the two stated figures in 19 of those samples. 
I.e. we can be 95% confident that the true incidence of “lost to follow-ups” in this sample is between 7.3% & 8.0%.

Overall Complication Rate
The actual outcome of the cases that are “lost to follow-up” is however unknown. Although the percentage level overall is important in its own right we would be wrong to include them in the complication rate figures. 
All the following results have had lost to follow-ups removed from the calculations.
